Computing

In computing, we will be learning about programming. The
children will understand that programming is the process of
writing computer programs and that these are a series of
instructions given to a computer in order to carry out certain
operations.

Maths

Science

In Science this half term, our topic is ‘Animals’. We

different diets each of these animal groups eat.
